CHARTER STANDARD CLUBS . A committee elected to run the club on your behalf

The club is approaching its 3 year renewal and will be monitored for its performance
over the next few months by the FA. Whilst currently it is not mandatory that clubs are
Charter Standard, the FA is taking steps to ensure that clubs do become Charter Stan-
dard. This is the only way the FA can ensure your money (subs) and players are in safe
hands. It is expected that over the next 2 years, any non Charter Standard club will not
be allowed to affiliate with the FA and as such not be eligible to play league games. So, its
important that HWFC achieve its renewal during the summer. The FA have embarked on
a strategy to significantly increase the number of Charter Standard Clubs over the next 2
years with the formation of the Charter Standard Working Group. This group is made
up of around a dozen people including members of the Nottinghamshire FA board,
League Chairman and members of 4 Nottinghamshire Youth Football Clubs. (including
HWEFC) Paul Burley, Chairman of HWFC is a member of this group.
